Task force report

Manual is one of two high schools not included in Indianapolis Public Schools’ steps
to close four high schools, beginning next year.

Emmerich Manual and Thomas Carr Howe are under Indiana State Board of Educa-
tion mandates and operated by Charter Schools USA, whose contract at Howe goes
through 2017-18, Manual through 2919-20. IPS owns the property but provides no
academic or other services at those schools.

Issued September 2016, the IPS Facilities Utilization Task Force report did not con-
sider Howe or Manual. However, the report recommended that the Manual buildings not
be operated as high schools, if returned to IPS control. The report did not predict what
actions the state board would take when the charter contract ends.

Several meetings were held earlier this year to discuss high school closures, including
the final meeting recently at Garfield Park.

IPS administration plans to announce the schools for closure Thursday. The school
board will hold meetings in July and August at each high school recommended for clo-
sure, with a final vote Sept. 28.

Options for Manual, the city’s oldest high school, would be to continue under the char-
ter or under another charter but through the Indianapolis Mayor’s Charter School Board.
Manual has risen above its failing status with a D ranking in 2013-14 and D+ ranking last
year. CSUSA came in with the 2012-13 school year as enroliment fell to 466.

Manual alumni Gordon K. Durnil and Alumni Association President Mary Hughes
Glover are against any return to IPS, noting that the school’s future lies as a charter
institution.

“IPS has no authority over Manual, Howe, Arlington and Emma Donan,” said Durnil, a

state political leader/attorney and 1954 Manual graduate. “As IPS schools are emptying
out, Manual is growing.”

He predicted that if Washington High is closed, many of those students would attend
Manual, which would enhance the school’s charter status.

“The report you have from IPS is based on a presumption that the takeover schools
might be returned to IPS whenever the State Board of Education gives up its control,”
said Durnil, Manual’'s 2000 Alumni of the Year. “Even though the current decision by the
board is that the schools would be transferred to the authority of the mayor.”

Glover said that alumni were not concerned about the task force’s meetings because
Manual was not in its discussions because of its state status.

“It would be disgraceful if Manual fell back into IPS hands,” Glover firmly said. “Manual
(as a charter school) has done a good job with all the students. It would be hard to close
Manual.”

“Parents, alumni and Southsiders as a whole are pleased to see the academic results
at Manual,” Durnil stressed. “Manual is in a pattern of growth that IPS will not be able to
maintain.”

Durnil emphasized that the school has a graduation rate above 80 percent and near-
ing the state average, but only 39 percent under IPS.

Charter Schools USA, administrators and faculty have emphasized discipline,
introduced a credit recovery system, retention and expansion of JROTC and music plus
improvements in athletics.

Manual has a proud history since its founding as Industrial Training School in 1895.
In 1916 it was renamed Charles E. Emmerich Manual Training School and adopted its
current name in 1966. The school’s existing site at Madison Avenue and Pleasant Run
Parkway opened in 1953 with 1,734 students. A $26 million improvement and expansion
program was completed in 2007.

Be wary of disease-
carrying ticks

Ticks are always an unwel-
come nuisance during the warmer
months of the year in central
Indiana, but following the recent
tragic news of a fatality involving
a pediatric patient diagnosed with
Rocky Mountain spotted fever,
it's imperative that everyone be
aware of ticks now more than
ever.

Although the name implies
that the disease is related to the
Rocky Mountains, it is most com-
monly seen in the southeastern
and south central states.

The disease is spread to
humans through the bite of an
infected tick. Most often, the
infected tick is a dog tick, but
sometimes it can be a wood tick.
Cases tend to occur from April
through September. The ailment
most often affects children and
teenagers younger than 15,
especially those who spend time
outdoors or have pets that might
carry the ticks.

Infected children first have
symptoms common to many other
infectious diseases, including
flu-like symptoms such as fever,
muscle pain, severe headaches,
vomiting, nausea and loss of
appetite.

Symptoms usually appear
about one week after the tick bite
occurs. The incubation period,
however, can range from two to
14 days.

Arash develops in most
cases, typically before the sixth
day of the illness. The rash tends
to appear first on the wrists and
ankles, but within hours it can
spread to the torso. It can also be
found on the palms of the hands
and soles of the feet.

The rash is red, spotted and
raised. Other symptoms may
include joint and stomach pain
and diarrhea. In severe cases a
person’s blood pressure can drop,
and he may become confused. As
the infection spreads, many organs,

including the brain, can be affected.

If your child has been exposed
to ticks or you know they have
been bitten by one, contact your
pediatrician if your child develops
any of these symptoms. Your
pediatrician will evaluate your
child’s symptoms and use blood
tests to confirm the diagnosis of
the disease.

My wife, Lyn, and I have been season ticket holders of the Indiana
Fever in the Women’s National Basketball Association for about 10
years. It is so much fun getting to know fellow ticket holders who sit
near us.

We have great seats, which are near the Fever’s bench. It is a busy
area, and it takes several staff members from the fieldhouse and the
team to keep everything going smoothly. I sometimes find it interest-
ing to watch the trainers and medical staff as they attend to injured
players.

The locker room for the officials is behind us, and they are es-
corted on and off the court.

I enjoy watching the coaches and the players on the bench as the
game changes and the coaches alter their strategies. I have inter-
viewed some of the players.

Friday evening the Fever hosted the Los Angeles Sparks, the
reigning WNBA champions. The Fever got off to a good start, but the
Sparks took over in the third quarter and won 84-73.

There was a special halftime ceremony as Tamika Catchings’ No.
24 jersey was retired. She played 16 seasons in the league, all of
them with the Fever. Tamika, the third overall pick in the 2001 draft,
played at the University of Tennessee. She was named MVP of the
WNBA finals in 2012, the year the Fever won it all.

She was also named Defensive Player of the Year five times and
was a member of 10 All-Star teams. She is also a four-time Olympic
gold medalist.

Tamika was emotional when addressing the crowd. She continues
to reside in Indianapolis and is director of player programs and fran-
chise development for the Indiana Pacers and the Fever.

Her parents and husband were on hand for the ceremony. Her
father, Harvey Catchings, played in the NBA from 1974-85. Her
husband, Parnell Smith, also a retired basketball player, was a mem-
ber of Pike High School’s 2001 and *02 state championship teams.

A national car show called Bloom-
ington Gold Corvettes USA was
launched in lllinois in 1974. By 1977
it was the largest gathering in the
country for Corvette enthusiasts.

The show has moved around
the Midwest as ownership has
exchanged hands over the years.
Bloomington, Springfield and St.
Charles, all in lllinois, have been
home to the event at one time or
another.

In 2015 the show made its debut
at the Indianapolis Motor Speedway,
where it drew a huge crowd over the
weekend.

The event supports hundreds of Bill Thorpe
vendors selling new and used parts
for all years of 'Vettes. There is a
dedicated field of Corvettes only for sale. Chevrolet displays current
models with test rides available.

The Spring Mountain Corvette School has a booth full of information
with demos and presentations about its program in Nevada. Judging
events are conducted to certify a "Vette as a “survivor,” a “benchmark”
or “gold” with a written document that can add thousands of dollars to
the car’s value.

A popular happening is the annual road tour, which typically fea-
tures more than 2,000 Corvettes on a 40-mile romp through the local
countryside under police escort. At previous shows the jaunt made
“The Guinness Book of World Records” for the longest continuous line
of Corvettes.

There was also an all-Corvette Mecum auction Saturday night to
cap off the many activities. Bloomington Gold usually draws 50,000
people over the three-day show.
